About that time she also completed an MBA at the University of Phoenix, Tampa satellite, to enhance her 
understanding of the business aspects of medicine.  Having established a strong reputation in the community, her 
practice flourished and she began seeing 40 patients per day with an average of 4 hospital consults daily almost 
immediately.
